This document outlines how to download and install a Wireless Printing Package for a specific 

lab/library on campus.  If you wish to print from multiple labs/libraries on campus, you will need to 

download the specific package for each location, following the same procedure outlined in this 

document.  You will only need to download each package once. 

The first package you download will take the longest, because the package also installs the Pharos 

Popups software.  Subsequent driver downloads will take considerably less time to download and 

install. 

(Note:  This document is designed specifically for Windows XP.  Windows Vista and MAC OS X 

installations vary slightly, so please visit the Wireless website for Vista and/or MAC Instructions.) 

1. Open your web browser (Internet Explorer, FireFox, etc.) 

2. In the address box, type http://uniprint.osu.edu/printman/osuprintmap/ and press Enter.  The 

Mobile Printing Webpage will load (see Figure 1).

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3. Next, locate the lab or library you want to print to.  Under the Printer Driver column, select the 

printer (B/W or Color) that you wish to print to at that location.

4. If an Open File-Security Warning window opens, click Run to proceed to the next step.

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5. An Internet Explorer Security window may open.  If so, click Run and proceed to the next step.

6. The installer for the package will begin to run.  Read the End User License Agreement carefully.  If 

you accept, click Accept to continue the installation.

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7. On the next screen, click Install to begin the installation.

8. When the installation completes, you will see a window similar to Figure 10.  Click Finish to close 

the window.

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9. The drivers for the printer are now installed.  When you go to print a document, you should now 

have the printer listed in the Name drop down box.  Select the options for document you wish to 

print (Number of Copies, Page Range, etc.) and click OK.

10. Finally, the Print Job Details window will open.  Type in a username (ex. your OSU username), 

type in a password to protect the document, and type in a unique name for this document.  Click 

Print to send this job to the lab or library associated with this print driver.

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11. Finally, at the print station, swipe your BuckID.  Your print job will look similar to the image below 

and will have a lock ( ) icon to the left of it.  Select the print job(s) and click Print.  Enter the 

password your chose in step #14 when prompted.
